This Tender Documents shall be used for submission of bids for purchase of Medicines for various components of District Population Welfare Office, ICTA, located at near CDA Medical Centre, G-9 Markaz, Islamabad. The procurement shall be made under Rule 36(A) of the Public Procurement Rules, 2004. 

 

This document contains following:- 

1. Terms and conditions for tender submission. 

2. Tender form for Purchase of Medicines.

TERMS & CONDITIONS FOR TENDER SUBMISSION

1. Sealed tenders for purchase of Medicines are invited from the Pharmaceutical Companies/Authorized Distributors. 

2. The companies/firms/authorized distributors should submit proposals in one envelope. 

3. Quotation of medicines may be submitted according to the serial numbers given in the list with generic name, however the bidder should also mention brand name in the prescribed column.

4. Prescribed specification and packing must be followed (as per enclosed details).

5. Minimum two to three years shelf life of medicines from the date of supply of the medicines is mandatory.

6. The invoices/deliveries Challan must have date of manufacturing and expiry of medicines supplied.

7. Tender form is to be filled in carefully, preferably typed on computer. In case of dire need, any alteration/correction must be signed and each page is to be signed and stamped at the bottom. The columns against items which are not being quoted should be written NQ (Not quoted). 

8. The interested Pharmaceutical Companies/authorized distributors should give full address of their Head Office & Branch Offices with Telephone/Fax Numbers and contact persons.

9. The tender should accompany a call deposit as security money at the rate of 2% of the total bid value in favour of DDO, District Population Welfare Office, Islamabad refundable after successful expiry of warranty period. 
10. The interested parties should submit alongwith the tender an affidavit on stamp paper of Rs.50/- that they have not been blacklisted or debarred by any department of Government of Pakistan with any client during the last five years. 

11. The interested parties are required to offer one-year warranty where applicable.

12. Income tax will be deducted at source on the prescribed rate for onward payment to the income Tax Department/Government of Pakistan.  The interested parties should quote their Income Tax/Sales Tax Number. Attested copies of the Certificates of their Registration with Income Tax Department and Sales Tax Department should also be enclosed with the tender. 

13. All other Leviable taxes will be deducted at source. 

14. The following words in shape of insignia (Large size) should be printed with undeletable ink in bold letter on each bottle/strip/label outer packing, inner packing and ampoules etc. (NOT FOR SALE, FOR DPWO USE ONLY).
15. Incomplete tenders of those received after due date and time will not be considered and rejected without assigning any reason.

16. The successful Pharmaceutical companies/authorized distributors shall have to complete the supply within 30 days on receipt of the Supply Order. In case the supply is not delivered within stipulated period a penalty @ 0.1% per day of the amount of pending items of supply order shall be imposed and amount will be deducted from the bills of supplier.  

17. Rejection of incomplete supplies or delay in services will render the supply order liable to be cancelled and the supply order will be awarded to 2nd lowest bidder. 

18. Earnest money will be forfeited if a bidder withdraws his bid during the period of bid validity. If the supplier/firm does not supply as per supply order or fails to supply according to terms and conditions and in case of default, the earnest money will be forfeited and firm can be debarred from the business with the Chief Commissioner Office, Islamabad.
19. The Pharmaceutical companies/authorized distributors giving any false statement/documents including concealment of any information shall be liable to be disqualified for bidding and blacklisted.

20. The supply orders will be awarded to the lowest bidders. The sample of the supplied medicines will be sent for the assessment of quality of drug. The fees of Quality Assessment tests will only be paid by Pharmaceutical company/Bidders. 
21. If a batch of items is found sub-standard, adulterated or contaminated with fungus/bacteria on the basis of laboratory test or presence of a foreign particle seen by naked eye which is injurious to be patient life in the opinion of the competent authority or by other reasons, the same will not be returned to the suppler in any circumstances. Those will be destroyed or seized by Federal Inspector of Drugs as the case may be, and, payment will not be made to the supplier. The supplier will be responsible to provide the fresh stock of standard quality within 20 days against the quantity or amount equivalent to defective goods will be deducted from the bill and action will be initiated against the firm according to the Drug Act 1976. 

22. The supply orders will be awarded to the lowest bidders and their medicines will be obtained. The sample of the supplied medicines will be sent for the assessment of quality of drug. The fees of Quality Assessment tests will only be paid by Pharmaceutical company/Bidders. The payment to such bidders will be made upon receipt of a satisfactory report.

23. Prices of drugs should not in any case be more than those approved by Government of Pakistan & it must not be more than the trade price of the manufacturer. Documentary proof (Printed price lists) should be submitted alongwith the tender. In case of violation the amount exceeding the trade price will be deducted from the outstanding bills of the supplier. 

24. Thermo labile items e.g. ophthalmic preparations etc will be supplied under specific storage conditions. Contrary to this the delivery will not be accepted and the Department will not be responsible for any inconvenience.

25. The firms who supply the antibiotic drugs are also bound to supply the sufficient quantity of sensitivity discs of same item free of cost. 

26. Tenders will be received upto 10.30 a.m on Thursday 22nd December 2011 and will be opened at 11.00 a.m on the same day in the Committee Room of the District Population Welfare Office, Islamabad in the presence of the available bidders/firms or their representatives. 

27. The quantity of medicines contained in the list can be reduced/increased.

28. In case of non-fulfillment of any of the above conditions, the tender shall be liable to be rejected.
